Background Information
This is a new standard, which is intended to remove ambiguity from the determination of and to ensure consistency among entities when calculating reporting ACE.
When working on BAL-005 (AGC), the Balancing Authority Control Standard Drafting Team identified that the use of the ACE equation was common in several of the BAL standards.  It was also discussed that anecdotal evidence seemed to indicate there was a wide range of opinions regarding how ACE should actually be determined.  The SDT felt some of this had to do with confusion between the ACE used in determining NERC compliance and the control equation used to generate AGC signals.  Accordingly, the drafting team felt that it was important to clearly state how “Reporting ACE” was to be determined, such that is was clear that there was only one Reporting ACE.  This will ensure that all entities calculate their Reporting ACE in the same manner resulting in a consistent measurement of control performance for all applicable entities, but also ensure a common understanding that entities may utilize alternate approaches to control.
