Dear WGQ and WEQ EC members,

A single topic joint EC conference call with web cast has been scheduled on from 9:00am to 10:00am Central on Friday June 4, 2010 in order to review and vote on WEQ Recommendation R08004/R09011 and WGQ Recommendation R09011. If the recommendation is not changed during the joint conference call, any notational ballots received prior to the call will be tallied and added to the votes of EC members (or their alternates) in attendance. Should any changes to the recommendation be made during the call, those who sent in notational ballots will be notified and given the opportunity to change their vote.
