Over time the data requirements have changed for most of the data sets and the Sample Papers are inconsistent with the changes.   The new Capacity Release Sample Papers were reviewed and updated with the completion of 2008 Annual Plan Item 5 / 2009 Annual Plan Item 4 / 2010 Annual Plan Item 3.  The Operational Capacity and the Unsubscribed Capacity Sample Papers were updated with the completion of R99033/R96018/R04028. 

· Perform a corresponding review of the Sample ASX X12 Transactions to ensure consistency.

Develop this request as an Annual Plan item along with the accompanying Annual Plan – Development of an Informational Posting Related Standards Manual and Annual Plan– EBB Code Values and implement in a phased approach.
