Title:  Annual Plan 2011 – Development of EBB Code Values
Review code values in all data sets to make them easier to understand on the pipelines’ EBB web sites.  
Description:

· The original code values were developed for EDI.  Since they were developed, communication using pipelines’ web sites has become more common and many of the code values required for EDI transactions are not as clear when used on the web site.
· Code values should be reviewed and EBB code values for use specifically on web sites should be developed.

· Code Value descriptions for “TSP defined” code values should be defined to clarify that “TSP defined” is not the code value, but a description should be provided by the TSP. (The “TSP defined” code values in the Operational Capacity – Standard No. 0.4.z1 and Unsubscribed Capacity  - Standard No. 0.4.z2 have been reviewed and redefined for clarity.)

· Develop this request as Annual Plan initiatives along with the accompanying Annual Plan 2011 – Develop an Informational Postings manual and Annual Plan 2011 – Sample Paper Review and implement in a phased approach.  The scope of these requests may take several years to complete.
