Review Common Codes Requirements for locations including the use of IHS’s Data Reference Number (DRN) for locations.
Background:  In 2005 the D-U-N-S® Task Force reviewed the use of D-U-N-S® as the

common code for the identify of entities.  A similar task force should review common code requirements for locations including the use of IHS’s Data Reference Number (DRN) for locations.  IHS’s DRN is not a unique identifier for a location since each party at an interconnect has a different DRN for the same location.  Additionally, I am aware that FERC has proposed the use of a common location codes for non interstate regulatory filings.   The task force should look at these additional requirements as well as the deficiencies of DRNs to see if a more viable alternative is available or could easily be developed.
