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At the Joint Information Requirements (IR) / Technical Subcommittees meeting of January 10-12, 2012 the group discussed the technical implementation for AP2011-7 – Elimination of Location Common Codes.  During these discussions, the following two questions arose:

1.
How long should the information on a location be included in the download once it is identified as inactive?  

2.
In NAESB WGQ Standard No. 0.3.z3, it says: ‘In addition to the data contained in NAESB WGQ Standard No. [0.4.z1], the TSP may provide additional data.’  However, NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.81 states that new data elements would need to comply with NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.52 which requires the filing of a request for new data elements.  This appears to be a conflict with NAESB WGQ Standard No. 0.3.z4 which allows additional information to be included.  IR/Technical suggests that BPS consider the following concepts:

· Modify NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 0.3.z3 to state that additional data should follow the data prescribed in the data set; and/or,

· Modify NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 0.3.z4 to delete the reference to NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 4.3.81; and/or,

· Add a new standard or modify NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 0.3.z4 that specifies that the first row of the download dictates the order of the data to follow, that the order of the prescribed data is at the option of the sender.
