In response to the memo from the Joint Information Requirements/Technical Subcommittees dated February 8, 2010 re: Validation Codes in the redesign of capacity release, the Business Practices Subcommittee finds that with the adoption of proposed NAESB WGQ Standards No. 5.3.z1, standardized validation codes and messages for the creation of the Offer, Bid, and Withdrawal are not necessary.

The WGQ BPS modifies its December 16, 2009 instructions to the Information Requirements Subcommittee to proceed with the process of deleting the WGQ Standard Nos. 5.4.5 (Offer Upload), 5.4.6 (Withdrawal Upload), and 5.4.18 (Bid Upload) transmitted via NAESB WGQ EDI/EDM and combining the current upload and download data sets (NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 5.4.7/5.4.1 (Offer); 5.4.6/5.4.5 (Withdrawal); and 5.4.18/5.4.2 (Bid), respectively).  Further, the following data sets should be deleted: NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 5.4.9 (Offer Upload Notification), 5.4.10 (Offer Upload Bidder Confirmation), 5.4.11 (Offer Upload Bidder Confirmation Quick Response), 5.4.12 (Offer Upload Final Disposition). Additional corresponding changes to the remaining Capacity Release data sets should also be completed.
