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During the March 23-24, 2010 Joint IR/Technical Subcommittee discussion of the re-design of the Capacity Release related data sets, a discussion was held about the ongoing need to support the Withdrawal Upload data set (NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.4.6).  This data set was originally developed to support the requesting of a withdrawal of offers and bids via EDI and later on the EBB.  The participants decided to take this issue to BPS. 

Question to BPS:

The NAESB WGQ Joint Information Requirements/Technical Subcommittee is currently processing the Capacity Release redesign and would like guidance from the NAESB WGQ Business Practices Subcommittee on the following:

With the elimination of the EDI upload component for capacity release activity, the question is whether a standardized data set is still necessary to effectuate a request to withdraw an offer or bid.  Currently this function is provided in NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.4.6 (Withdrawal Upload).  The group identified the following standards that set forth the business requirements for the ability to withdraw an offer or bid.

5.3.13
Bids should be binding until written or electronic notice of withdrawal is received by the capacity release service provider.

5.3.14
Offers should be binding until written or electronic notice of withdrawal is received by the capacity release service provider. 

5.3.15
Bids cannot be withdrawn after the bid period ends.  

5.3.16
The releasing party has the right to withdraw its offer during the bid period, where unanticipated circumstances justify and no minimum bid has been made.
Based on the above standards and the fact that this data set is infrequently used today, the NAESB WGQ Joint Information Requirements/Technical Subcommittee recommends that this data set is no longer necessary.
