Administrative

Participants were welcomed to the conference call and introduced themselves.  Ms. Cummings provided the antitrust guidance.  The adoption of the meeting minutes was postponed to allow Ms. D. Davis an opportunity to redline them.  Mr. Lander moved, seconded by Ms. Burch, to adopt the agenda as modified.  The motion passed unanimously.  
2. Review of the following Business Practices Requests for Discussion Only:
WGQ 2010 Annual Plan Item No. 7 - Location Codes
Since the July 28 WGQ BPS meeting, the pipelines reviewed the revised standards work paper to ensure there were no conflicts among the standards.  Those changes are reflected in the work paper provided by the pipelines for today’s meeting.  One of the issues addressed by the pipelines prior to this meeting was moving WGQ Standard No. 4.3.51 to the Additional Standards manual (0.3.z standards).  Mr. Lander asked if tab delimited should be included in WGQ Standard No. 0.3.z6.  Ms. Van Pelt responded that doing so was out of scope for this effort and would require an additional request for standards development.  
Mr. Goldenberg noted that, because the regulations would have to be amended, the standards should reflect that, in place of common codes, proprietary codes and the interconnecting points will be posted.  He did not want the standards to discourage the pipelines that previously provided information from continuing to do so.  A new sentence was added to WGQ Standard No. 0.3.z3, which stated, “At a minimum, at all pipeline-to-pipeline (interstate and intrastate) interconnecting locations, the TSP should identify the name, entity code, and point code of the interconnecting entity.”   This language satisfied Mr. Goldenberg.  Mr. Young asked a question regarding the last sentence of the standard.  That sentence states that location information should be provided prior to its initial use.  Does that mean that gas cannot flow until this information is obtained?  Ms. Van Pelt stated that the intent was that you cannot require a nomination on this point until this table is available for download.
The subcommittee discussed WGQ Standard No. 0.3.z4, which mentioned tab delimited.  The language was changed from tab delimited to comma separated value (CSV) and a reference to WGQ Standard No. 0.3.z4 was added.
The subcommittee reviewed the table of proposed location code download data.  The subcommittee and FERC staff discussed the codes to be included in Row 2a (Transportation Service Provider).  In previous discussions, it was agreed that the order of codes would be CID, then DUNS and then proprietary.  It was determined that Row 2 (Transportation Service Provider CID) would require the use of a CID number, Row 2a would require the use of the DUNS number and 2b (Transportation Service Provider Proprietary Code) would require a proprietary code if a DUNS number does not exist.
The subcommittee added a new column titled Condition/Other Information.  For Row 4, Point Type, the types of information that would be in this field was added to the Condition/Other Information table to add further clarity.  Further redlined changes were made, but the subcommittee was unable to complete a review of the entire document.
