Administrative

Participants were welcomed to the conference call and introduced themselves.  Ms. Cummings provided the antitrust guidance.  Ms. D. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. Tomlinson, to adopt the agenda, as revised to remove the adoption of the July 7, 2011 minutes.  The motion passed unanimously.  
2. Review of the following Business Practices Requests for Discussion Only:
WGQ 2010 Annual Plan Item No. 7 - Location Codes

Following the meeting on July 7, 2011, FERC staff provided a work paper for the subcommittee to review regarding common codes.  They added a Row 2a to include a code to indicate whether a FERC CID or DUNS is used.  Mr. Love asked if the intent of Row 2a was to be used in lieu of the company code in Row 2 (Company Code).  He was concerned that using CIDS and DUNS interchangeably could cause confusion.  He suggested that a CID identifier code be used in addition to a DUNS, when applicable, to avoid that confusion.  Ms. D. Davis expressed concern with the pipelines being required to maintain another code (CID).  After additional discussion, Mr. Love suggested that a single field be used for the CID, DUNS or proprietary code, and the type of code used would be identified.  He noted that Rows 12a and 12b (Up/Down Entity Name and Code) should be revised in a similar manner.
Mr. Love asked for clarification of the intent of Row 9a (Point Locator Identifier).  FERC staff stated that the purpose of Row 9a was to identify what type of information is provided in the Point Locator field in Row 9.
The subcommittee reviewed Row 4 (Point Type ID), which Mr. Love suggested should be changed from Sender’s Option to Mandatory.  He stated that this information should be required because it provides information to parties about whether it is a pipeline interconnect, well head interconnect, or another type.

Following discussion on the data fields, the subcommittee discussed the proposed standards from the Capacity Center comments.  Proposed Standards A, B and C were reviewed and revised as follows:

Proposed NAESB WGQ Standard No. 0.3.z1
For NAESB WGQ, the codes for locations are identifiers assigned by the Transportation Service Provider.  There are no industry common codes for locations.

Proposed NAESB WGQ Standard No. 0.3.z2: 
The Transportation Service Provider should provide on its Informational Postings Web Site location information, pursuant to NAESB WGQ Standard No. [0.4.z1].  Such information should be made available prior to a location’s initial use for NAESB WGQ reporting and transactional business purposes.  
Proposed NAESB WGQ Standard No. 0.3.z3: 
Data provided pursuant to NAESB WGQ Standard No. [0.3.z2] should be provided in a tabular downloadable file to be described by the Transportation Service Provider.  The first row of the file should contain the column headers and data should begin on the second row of the file.
