Administrative

Participants were welcomed to the conference call and introduced themselves.  Ms. Cummings provided the antitrust guidance.  Mr. Young moved, seconded by Mr. Griffith, to approve the agenda.  The motion passed unanimously.  The subcommittee reviewed Ms. D. Davis’ redlines to the August 4, 2011 meeting minutes.  Ms. D. Davis moved to adopt the meeting minutes as redlined.  Mr. Young seconded the motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote.  Ms. D. Davis’ redlines to the August 11, 2011 meeting minutes were reviewed.  Ms. D. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. Love, to adopt the meeting minutes as redlined.  The motion passed.
2. Review of the following Business Practices Requests for Discussion Only:
WGQ 2010 Annual Plan Item No. 7 - Location Codes
The subcommittee began with a review of the proposed modified NAESB WGQ standards.  No further changes were made.  The subcommittee reviewed the proposed location information data dictionary.  Three versions were posted – one as a redline to the previous version, another in NAESB format in alphabetical order and the last one in NAESB format in logical order.  The participants reviewed the Clean Logical document.  
The document was redlined to capture the subcommittee’s discussion on the various items contained in the document as more fully explained below.

The subcommittee reviewed the row for ‘Location ‘and removed the reference to segment or zone.  
‘Location County’ was then discussed.  Mr. Tomlinson asked how this item would be used for virtual meters.  It was agreed that when a virtual point is used, many TSPs use a non-geographic county designation.  An implementation note was added to capture this discussion.
Mr. Lander stated that ‘Location Zone’ should be included in the proposed location information data dictionary.  In his opinion, the location of the point in a zone is important, especially when new points appear.  If a pipeline is non-zonal, they can use N/A in this row.  It was agreed that this item would be added as Mandatory.  It was also agreed that receipt zones and delivery zones would be included in the same item.  
Both the ‘Effective Date/Time’ and ‘Inactive Date/Time’ rows were edited for clarity.  
The usage of the data element ‘Facility Type Indicator’ was changed from Sender’s Option to Mandatory.  

‘TSP Point Operator Indicator’ was removed from the proposed data dictionary.  Participants agreed that it was not useful.  
The ‘Upstream/Downstream Entity Indicator’ is a mandatory field and the way in which this field is completed will determine the response to the next several rows.  The rows from ‘Upstream/Downstream Entity Indicator’ to ‘Upstream/Downstream Entity Proprietary Code’ were revised accordingly.  
No further changes were made to the proposed data dictionary.  NAESB WGQ Standard No. 0.3.z3 was revised to reflect the changes made to the data dictionary.
