Administrative

Participants were welcomed to the conference call and introduced themselves.  Ms. Cummings provided the antitrust guidance.  The agenda was reviewed. 2. Review of the following Business Practices Requests for Discussion and Possible Vote:
R11011:  The subcommittee reviewed the proposed instructions to the Information Requirements (IR) Subcommittee that were drafted during the last meeting:  
BPS instructs IR to accommodate the sender’s business conditional business practice of communicating the capacity type in the Bid, Award, and Transactional Reporting – Firm Transportation data sets.  Additionally, IR should add the requested code value in the capacity release data sets, as appropriate.  
Participants continued to discuss whether or not to add a new sender’s business conditional usage.    In discussing the best way to approach this potential new usage, participants agreed that it should be mentioned during the Annual Plan Subcommittee call on October 14, 2011 to determine whether or not to add the creation of this additional usage to the 2012 Annual Plan.  
Ms. D. Davis moved to adopt the proposed instructions to IR.  Mr. Young seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
R11012:  Mr. Wolf reviewed the power point presentation provided to explain the request.  He noted that the request related to three separate activities, but Spectra Energy treated it as a larger nomination.  The subcommittee discussed whether or not this should be standardized because it is related to a set-up function, not a nomination function and may not be applicable to EDI.  Four options were discussed: 1) process the request; 2) add new data elements Nomination User 3 and Nomination User 4 and broaden the definition; 3) do not standardized the requested data elements; or 4) treat this as a process and not as part of the nomination transaction activity.  Due to time restraints, this discussion will continue at the next WGQ BPS meeting.
