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Existing NAESB WGQ Standard:

The key should be composed of: service requester contract (Service Agreement), transaction type, upstream party, upstream contract (when applicable), receipt location (as applicable), downstream party (as applicable), downstream contract (when applicable), delivery location (as applicable), package ID, upstream package ID (where mutually agreed), downstream package ID (where mutually agreed), capacity type indicator (where mutually agreed).  Upon receipt by a service provider from a service requester of a transaction whose key elements match those previously received by the service provider from the service requester, the service provider should then process the begin date/time and end date/time consistent with the intentions of the NAESB WGQ Standard No. 1.3.7 and then process the rest of the transaction's data elements consistent with the applicable standards to determine the business results. When data is not supplied (e.g. is not applicable, is not supported or is not mutually agreed upon) the pertinent portion of the key would be determined to be null.

Proposal:
Following is proposed revised NAESB WGQ Standard No. 1.3.27 which incorporates Option 1 – the addition of the four requested mutually agreed data elements.  It should be noted that the following inconsistencies were corrected in the proposed modification below:
· Upstream Party currently does not have ‘(as applicable)’ after it whereas Downstream Party does.  The proposal below assumes it should be treated the same. 
· Beginning Date is Mandatory - should it be in the key?  We already have a standard that says we should treat each day of a nom as a unique nom – so that implies that the date constitutes uniqueness. 
· Following the proposed modifications is a list of the remaining data elements in the nominations data set.  It is not the intent to include this note in the standard.  It is merely being provided for reference during the BPS discussions.
· New data elements per R11012

Upstream Transaction Type. 
Upon receipt by a Transportation Service Provider (TSP) from a Service Requester (SR) of a transaction whose key elements match those of a transaction which was previously received by the TSP from the SR, the TSP should then process the begin date/time and end date/time consistent with the intentions of the NAESB WGQ Standard No. 1.3.7 and then process the rest of the transaction's data elements consistent with the applicable standards to determine the business results.  When data is not supplied (e.g. is not applicable, is not supported or is not mutually agreed upon) the pertinent portion of the key would be determined to be null.
