Subject: R08020 – Notice Types 

In response to the BPS instructions for the above referenced request, the Joint WGQ Information Requirements / Technical Subcommittees (IR/Technical) have been working on modifications to NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 5.4.16 – System Wide Notices and 4.3.29.  In addition to developing additional Notice Types, modifying the Technical Implementation of Business Processes, and Sample Paper, IR/Technical recognized the need to provide the ability to send more than one Notice Type.  IR/Technical also determined that in addition to 15 new Notice Types, there is a need for Transportation Service Providers to have the flexibility to be able to communicate additional clarity beyond the NAESB defined Notice Types.  IR/Technical determined the best way to accomplish this is to allow for TSP-defined types of notice.  Accordingly, IR/Technical is recommending to BPS that these concepts necessitate the need to modify 3 existing and add 2 business standards.  At the meeting on November 18, 2009, the following motion was made:
Motion:
Send to BPS the proposed modifications to NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 4.3.28, 4.3.29. 5.3.38 and new Standard Nos. 5.3.x1 and 5.3.x2 as reflected below:

4.3.28
For the subcategories of Notices, the first column headings in the Content Area should be Notice Type (pursuant to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.29), Posted Date/Time, Notice Effective Date/Time (and Notice End Date/Time, when applicable), Notice Identifier (optional*), Subject and Response Date/Time, when applicable, with the list sorted in reverse chronological order by Posted Date/Time.  For the information contained within the column titled Notice Type, a Transportation Service Provider (TSP) may provide more than one Notice Type including a TSP-defined notice type(s).  If more than one Notice Type is provided, they should all be contained in the column labeled “Notice Type.”  A TSP-defined type of notice may NOT be the first Notice Type.   

* When used as a reference, the Notice Identifier should be displayed.

4.3.29 The words or labels Notice Type or Notice Type Abbreviation that should appear in the "Notice Type" column in NAESB WGQ Standard 4.3.28 should be:

When sending Internet E-mail notifications for intraday bumps, operational flow orders and other critical notices, the subject line of the E-mail should include the following information separated by commas in the following order: (1) “Critical”, (2) Notice Type label Abbreviation(s) (per pursuant to NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 4.3.29, 5.3.x1 and 5.3.x2), (3) the Notice Effective Date in YYYYMMDD format, (4) the name or abbreviation of the Transportation Service Provider (TSP) (excluding commas), and (5) the TSP’s D-U-N-S( Number.  For purposes of the first element in the subject line, the word “Critical” should not include the quotation marks. 

5.3.x1
A Transportation Service Provider should, when appropriate, provide more than one Notice Type Abbreviation, as set forth in NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.29.  If more than one Notice Type Abbreviation is sent via E-mail or EDI/EDM, Notice Type Abbreviations should be separated by a forward slash (‘/’).  Furthermore, the order in which any of the Notice Types appear may not be indicative of a hierarchy of importance.  
5.3.x2
In addition to a NAESB-defined Notice Type(s), as set forth in NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.29, a Transportation Service Provider (TSP) may elect to include a TSP-defined notice type(s) specific to its business practice.  A TSP-defined notice type is only used in conjunction with a NAESB Notice Type.  A TSP-defined notice type may NOT be the first Notice Type in the subject line of the e-mail sent pursuant to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.3.38.
