Administrative

Participants were welcomed to the conference call and introduced themselves.  Mr. Culliton provided the antitrust guidance.  The motion to adopt the agenda as drafted passed without opposition.

 Review of R10001 for Discussion Only
· R10001, submitted by Enbridge, Kern River Gas Transmission, and Spectra Energy Transmission, requests an update to the NAESB WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism (QEDM) standards to add the ability to provide Informational Postings report downloads in a CSV file format. 
The group recognized that there are CSV standards that currently seem to permit such functionality.  Ms. Davis suggested that, rather than creating an entirely new standard, the existing standard could be modified to refer explicitly to the relevant existing standard.  Mr. Love agreed with this approach, stating that the intent underlying the request was to avoid ambiguity.  The group consulted the existing standards and confirmed that WGQ BPS Standard No. 4.3.16 should be modified to cross-reference WGQ BPS Standard No. 4.3.80.  The following proposed changes were made during the meeting:
4.3.16
On the Informational Postings Web site, postings as specified in NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.23 may be displayed or downloaded (when applicable) in RTF, CSV (pursuant to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.80), or any other formats that comply with the Browser Capabilities as specified in Appendix D of the NAESB WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism Related Standards.


The Index of Customers should also be downloadable in a defined, tab-delimited ASCII text file, with provisions for title information and footnote capability, as set forth in Code of Federal Regulations Part 284, Section 223.  (Reference Order Number 637, Docket No. RM98-10-000, issued February 9, 2000, "Appendix A, Instruction Manual for Electronic Filing of the Index of Customers" issued pursuant to the above referenced order.)

Note: the yellow highlighting indicates proposed changes; in addition, commas were removed after “displayed” & “applicable)” 
Participants agreed that it was appropriate to vote on the above proposed changes at the subsequent joint subcommittee meeting on May 12, 2010.
