Subject: RE: NAESB WGQ Contracts Subcommittee Survey � Due January 31, 2012
As its response to the attached survey, WPX Energy Marketing, LLC, fka Williams Gas Marketing, Inc., would like NAESB to go forward with developing a Natural Gas Liquids Master Agreement.  Furthermore, development of such an NGL master agreement should be based on the NAESB Base Contract for Sale and Purchase of Natural Gas that would be appropriately revised.  So doing is thought better than basing such an NGL master agreement on the LEAP form due to the greater degree of industry acceptance of and, thus, familiarity with the NAESB Base Contract.  That said, "borrowing" certain provisions from the LEAP form, as well as from the generally well accepted Conoco GT&C’s as to crude oil, may be advisable.

a.       Develop Natural Gas Liquids Master Agreement based on the Leadership for Energy Automated Processing (LEAP) group documents. (See the LEAP-CAPP Presentation and the LEAP-Master Agreement Version 2.1 for background information on LEAP.)

b.      Develop a new Natural Gas Liquids Master Agreement based on the NAESB Base Contract for Sale and Purchase of Natural Gas that would be revised to reflect crude oil, NGL and similar commodities.

c.       Develop a new Natural Gas Liquids Master Agreement based on another existing agreement. (If Choice C is selected, please identify the agreement and provide a copy.)

2.       Please provide any other comments with regard to NAESB’s effort, if any.
