Welcome & Administrative Items

Mr. Sappenfield opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Trum provided the antitrust guidance.  The participants introduced themselves in the room and on the phone.  Mr. Sappenfield reviewed the draft agenda.    Ms. Crockett moved to adopt the agenda, and Mr. Cargas seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.  

Mr. Sappenfield reviewed the December 5, 2011 draft meeting minutes.  Minor corrections were made by Mr. Sappenfield and Mr. Cargas.  Ms. Crockett moved to adopt the minutes as modified, seconded by Mr. Colombo.  The motion passed without opposition. Continue discussion of the 2012 WGQ Annual Plan Item 6: Review requirements and develop an addendum to the NAESB Base Contract for Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR) and Government Contract Compliance (GCP) clauses
Mr. Sappenfield explained that the model language for the Government Acquisition Provision Addendum (GAPA) was being developed in response to requests from NAESB members and that the addendum would not be mandatory but rather a model for parties to use if they so agree. Mr. Connor questioned whether it would be foreseeable that a government agency would require a seller to include the model addendum as a part of the contract. Ms. Crockett responded that some federal agencies may use the model addendum more frequently than others but that the addendum would still have to be negotiated between the two parties just as any other specific addendum to the base contract would be. 
Mr. Sappenfield told the subcommittee that they would be using the Comments to the draft Government Acquisition Provision Addendum, prepared by Mr. Cargas, as the starting point for further modifications to the addendum. Mr. Cargas then reviewed his changes to the GAPA. Mr. Connor asked if the adjustments made to accommodate the various levels of local governments in Mr. Cargas’s comments were within the scope of the 2012 WGQ Annual Plan Item 6. Mr. Sappenfield responded that after the request was made part of the 2012 WGQ Annual Plan, it was discovered that other, non-federal entities were also asking for similar items that would be applicable to the GAPA. He stated that in the past, other Annual Plan items had been expanded in scope as warranted unless an objection was raised. Mr. Connor reserved the right to look at this issue closer.
Mr. Sappenfield reviewed the comments to the GAPA submitted by ExxonMobil. The comments were incorporated into a non-redlined version of the changes made by Mr. Cargas to the GAPA. A question was raised as to whether or not to keep the word “model” in the addendum. It was decided that it should be taken out.

The changes made to the GAPA in today’s meeting will be posted for additional comments. The addendum will be further discussed at the next meeting and possibly voted upon. A redlined version of the changes will be posted as attachments to today’s meeting minutes as Work Paper 1 and a clean version as Work Paper 2.

Other business
Mr. Sappenfield reminded the subcommittee that their next meeting would be on February 8, 2012 from 10:00 AM – 3:00 PM Central time. The subcommittee will continue their discussion of the GAPA and possibly vote upon it. 2012 WGQ Annual Plan Item 7, the possible development of a Natural Gas Liquids Master Agreement, will also be discussed.

The subcommittee scheduled a meeting for Wednesday, March 7 from 10:00 AM – 3:00 PM Central time to be held at the NAESB office.
