Dear Wholesale Gas Quadrant Members and Interested Parties,

For the development of our WGQ annual plan for 2009, we are asking for your input.  The annual plan defines the types of standards development activities that will be undertaken in 2009, and once drafted, will be forwarded to the NAESB Board of Directors, who is responsible for approving the plan and making any needed modifications to the plan to

support the organization's strategies and focus.   For background as you

consider the items that should be on the plan, we have attached the current year's plan with the completed items removed (http://www.naesb.org/pdf4/wgq_aplan121608reqcom.doc).  As you can see from the 2008 plan there are several items that have carried over to

2009 or have not yet begun.  Maintenance and enhancements to the existing body of standards to support the market requirements always remains on each year's annual plan.  A few development projects have been highlighted in recent conversations and you may want to consider them as you determine if you have new entries or revisions to the existing plan entries.  The intent of the Central Address Repository (reflected in NAESB Standard No. 4.3.18) may be reviewed for possible changes to meet the requirements without continuing a repository.  In other discussions, support of asset management agreements through development of NAESB standards has been raised.  Similarly, a review and consideration of the EDI standards and a replacement with XML has been discussed.  These three items are examples of possible new entries to the 2009 plan.

If you determine if you would like to provide input to this critical process to the wholesale gas quadrant, we would ask that you provide specific information that is listed below.  If we could have your comments by January 16, we would appreciate it so that the organization hold a WGQ EC conference call  on Thursday, January 22 from 2:00 pm to 4:00 pm for review of new entries and completion of the draft plan, after which it will be forwarded to the Board for its approval.  The

agenda for this conference call is provided in the link above.   Your

comments should be forwarded to the NAESB office (naesb@naesb.org).  All comments will be posted on the NAESB web site, and you will receive notification of the conference call via email should you want to participate.  All comments will be welcome and you should feel free to share this request for comments with your colleagues regardless of their status as NAESB members.

When you forward comments, we would appreciate the following

information:

*  Your contact information, so that follow up questions can be asked, if needed.

*  For identification of new WGQ annual plan items for 2009:

*  Identification of new annual plan items including a description, with a designation of whether the items are to be considered for completion in 2009 or beyond.

*  A level of priority for the new annual plan items and how fast the development should occur, including an estimate of how much time the development time will be needed.

*  Whether you, your staff or colleagues are interested in participating and if you consider yourself a subject matter expert on the new annual plan items. 

*  Any other comments you would like to provide.
