DRAFT MINUTES
February 4, 2010
1. Welcome
Mr. Buccigross opened the meeting and welcomed the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ) Executive Committee (EC) members and other participants.  He welcomed Ms. D. Davis as the new vice-chair of the WEQ EC.  Ms. Cummings gave the antitrust guidance and called the roll of the WGQ EC members and alternates.  Quorum was established.  A new minor correction, MC10008, was added to agenda item 3.  Ms. Van Pelt moved to adopt the agenda as modified.  Mr. Griffith seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
2. Review of WGQ Draft Minutes
Ms. D. Davis’ redlined version of the October 29, 2009 draft minutes were reviewed.  A motion to adopt the redlined minutes as provided by Ms. D. Davis was made by Ms. Crockett and seconded by Mr. Griffith.  The motion passed unanimously.
3. Discuss, Consider and Vote on Minor Corrections
Ms. D. Davis provided a review of the minor corrections.  The following minor corrections applied to Version 1.9:

Ms. Van Pelt moved to adopt minor corrections MC10002, MC10002, MC10003, MC10005, MC10006, MC10007 and MC10008 as errata for Version 1.9.  Mr. Young seconded the motion.  The motion unanimously passed a simple majority vote.
The following minor corrections applied to Version 2.0:

MC09024 Recommendation -  Submitted by M. MC09033 Recommendation - Submitted by M. Ms. VanPelt moved to adopt minor corrections MC09024 and MC09033.  Ms. Burch seconded the motion.  The motion unanimously passed a simple majority vote.
4. Review, Discuss and Vote on R08020 – Provide for enhanced granularity for public utilities identifying critical operational flow orders 
Ms. D. Davis provided a review of the recommendation.  Ms. Van Pelt noted that the request was originally filed by power plant members of the WEQ that were involved in gas/electric coordination.  This request was to enable the parties receiving critical notices from pipelines to closely review if the notice was pertinent to them.  

Ms. Van Pelt moved to adopt the recommendation for R08020 and make corresponding changes to the QEDM Implementation Guide for WGQ Standard Nos. 4.3.28 and 4.3.29.   Mr. Young seconded the motion.  The motion passed a super majority vote.  (The voting record can be found below as Vote 1.)  Ms. D. Davis will update the recommendation form to include the revision to the QEDM Implementation Guide.
5. Review, Discuss and Vote on R09001 – Add two data elements to the Transactional Reporting – Interruptible Transportation Documents (5.4.22)

Ms. D. Davis provided the review of the recommendation.  Ms. King noted that her comments were supportive of the recommendation.  Ms. D. Davis moved to adopt the recommendation and Ms. Pennock seconded the motion.  The motion unanimously passed a super majority vote.  (The voting record can be found below as Vote 2.)
6. Subcommittee Updates
Triage Subcommittee:  Ms. McQuade provided the review of the triage report and the new requests.  She noted the requests for data element changes that were assigned to the WGQ BPS (R09014, R09016, R09018, and R09019).  R09017 was assigned to the WGQ Contracts Subcommittee.   R09015 was assigned to the WEQ.  

She reviewed the items currently out for triage consideration with a deadline of February 15, 2010 (R09020-R09025).  Ms. McQuade also noted the two requests from Ms. Rehman that were assigned to the WEQ OASIS subcommittee.  These two items were withdrawn by the requestor because they were already included on the 2010 WEQ Annual Plan.     
Business Practice Subcommittee:  Ms. Van Pelt provided the update.  The BPS has returned to meeting every other week as they address triage items.  The next meeting is scheduled for February 11, 2010 to continue discussion and vote on the triage items that have been received.  BPS has been working with the WEQ to resolve their request to make modifications to the gas/electric standards, which will go out for comment shortly.  A joint WEQ/WGQ EC conference call will be scheduled to review and vote on the recommendation.  The WEQ and WGQ have two separate recommendations to allow for the difference between the quadrants.  Ms. McQuade suggested that the leadership may consider the creation of a separate joint subcommittee to address any items related to future joint recommendations to avoid inconsistency in the future.  
Electronic Delivery Mechanisms Subcommittee:  Mr. Spangler reported that the EDM Subcommittee has been dormant since the last WGQ EC meeting.  A meeting will be scheduled shortly to address the annual review of the EDM Appendices and the recently triaged request R09025.
Information Requirements and Technical Subcommittees:  Ms. D. Davis provided the review.  The majority of the work has focused on the capacity release re-design.  This work is the result of an annual plan item that directed the review of the capacity release process to determine the need to maintain the requirement for uploads via EDI.  The EDI capacity release upload data sets are not used, so maintenance of them is time consuming and unnecessary.  Downloads will still be available via both EBB and EDI.  The goal is to complete the work for inclusion in Version 2.0.
In addition, the joint IR/technical Subcommittee is finalizing the wok of the splitting of the Operationally Available and Unsubscribed data set in to two data sets.  Other work includes MC10004 (waiting on DISA to act on a request) and various other requests.  
Interpretations Subcommittee:  Ms. D. Davis, reporting for Mr. Love, stated that there have been no requests for interpretations since the last EC meeting.
Contracts Subcommittee:  Mr. Sappenfield reported that there is nothing pending in the Contracts subcommittee.  He noted that the notational ballot for the ISDA confirmation got approved and it is now out for member ratification.  
7. Review, discuss, identify changes and vote to approve changes to the 2009 Annual Plan to be proposed to the Board of Directors

The WGQ EC updated the 2010 Annual Plan.  The status and completion dates were modified as necessary.  Ms. Van Pelt asked for clarification on the second annual plan item which talks about reviewing FERC Order Nos. 712 and 712A, specifically the flow through of discounted and negotiated rates).  Mr. Novak stated that Docket No. RP09-70 et al., was nearing conclusion regarding work on pass-through of negotiated rates.  Ms. Van Pelt asked what work was expected of the BPS.  Mr. Novak answered that the BPS was to review whether or not there was NAESB effort needed as a result of RP09-70.  Ms. Van Pelt and Mr. Novak agreed to read the orders and determine whether or not there will be any work required of the BPS.  The completion date remained in the second quarter. 
For item six regarding the posting of waste heat information, Ms. Van Pelt asked that this item be taken off the annual plan or handled differently.  Through INGAA, the pipelines have an agreement on where to post the data.  Most, if not all, interstate pipelines have this information posted based on that agreement.  She suggested adding it to the Informational Postings menu structure.  Other EC members agreed with this solution.  
Ms. McQuade clarified the seventh annual plan item, to review common code specifications for common location codes and determine if changes are necessary to existing specifications to support both intrastate and interstate pipelines.  The specifications were created in the early 1990’s and should be reviewed in order to determine whether any changes should be made.  She will include a link in the annual plan to the related specs.  Mr. Novak stated that this issue was important to the LDCs; that they be able to use the proprietary codes under the new FERC reporting requirements for them rather than use the common codes that the interstate pipelines use.  Ms. D. Davis pointed out that if the issue is whether to require the use of a common code as identified by Mr. Novak, then the discussion should not be limited to just the LDCs.  Ms. Van Pelt pointed out that all IHS currently does is provide a number and she is not sure what else they are doing with it.  Several EC members expressed confusion over the two different issues presented.  Ms. McQuade asked if a second part should be added to the annual plan to address Mr. Novak’s concerns.  Mr. Novak asked that it not change until FERC issues an order on RM09-2 – Contract Reporting Requirements of Intrastate Natural Gas Companies, which may impact this annual plan item.  
Ms. Van Pelt moved to accept the changes and Mr. Spangler seconded the motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote.   

8. Board of Directors, Board Committee and Regulatory Updates

Board Updates: Ms. McQuade reviewed the minutes from the December 18, 2009 Board of Directors meeting.  She noted the discussion surrounding the WEQ annual plan where one Board member asked that an item be included on the annual plan that concerned other Board members.  That item will be discussed at the March Board meeting.  Meetings will be held prior to the March Board meeting in an effort to resolve the item and bring a recommendation to the Board in March.  Also at the last Board meeting, Ms. Lee from NIST provided a presentation on cyber security.  
Ms. Crockett asked EC members to reserve March 24th from 3:00 to 5:00 PM Central for a WGQ Leadership meeting in Houston, Texas held in conjunction with the Board meeting.  

Retail and Wholesale Electric key activities:  The Retail Gas and Electric Quadrants continue to work on standards that support customer choice states.  Retail Electric has focused on demand response, energy efficiency and smart grid, all of which are ongoing.  The Wholesale Electric Quadrant continues to focus on demand response, energy efficiency and smart grid activities, as well as standards development related to FERC Order No. 890.    

9. Adjourn

Ms. Van Pelt made the motion to adjourn.  Ms. Burnett seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned at 11:57 AM Mountain.
