DRAFT MINUTES

October 19, 2011 – 9 am to 11 am Central
1. Welcome

Mr. Buccigross opened the meeting and welcomed the Wholesale Gas Quadrant (WGQ) Executive Committee (EC) members and other participants.  Ms. Cummings provided the antitrust guidance and called the roll of the WGQ EC members and alternates.  Quorum was established.  Ms. Van Pelt moved, seconded by Ms. D. Davis, to adopt the agenda.  The motion passed unanimously.
2. Review of Recommendation, Consideration of Comments and Vote
Ms. Van Pelt reviewed the recommendation.  The goal of the recommendation was to eliminate the requirement of common codes for locations and allow the Transportation Service Provider TSP) to use existing codes.  The recommendation did not include the data dictionary and technical implementation.  Once the recommendation is approved by the EC, the Information Requirements and Technical Subcommittees will create the data set to be used to create the Comma-Separated Value (CSV) files that are to be described by the TSP.  The recommendation will not be ratified by membership until the technical work is complete.
It was noted that while the recommendation proposed to change the mechanism of the common codes, it did not change policy.  While NAESB would no longer have a contract with IHS, it did not preclude pipelines from contracting directly with IHS to continue to use common codes, rather than use proprietary codes.  Mr. Buccigross noted that FERC staff was heavily involved throughout the standards development process, including one meeting that was held in Washington, DC at FERC’s office.  Small pipelines were also involved in the standards development process.

Ms. D. Davis moved, seconded by Ms. Van Pelt, to approve the recommendation, with the understanding that it would not be ratified until the technical work was complete.  An insufficient number of votes were cast to determine the outcome.  A notational ballot will be sent out to the EC members that were not present to vote.  

Ms. D. Davis noted that the IR/Technical subcommittees’ goal was to complete their work by March, 2012. 

3. Other Business

There was no other business discussed
4. Adjourn

Ms. Davis made the motion to adjourn and Mr. Young seconded.  The meeting adjourned at 9:37 A.M. Central.
