Dear WGQ Executive Committee Members and Alternates,
The WGQ Executive Committee (“EC”) members/alternates are asked to vote notationally on a minor correction via the attached notational ballot due November 16, 2010. The minor correction was identified during the editorial review for the publication of Version 2.0.  During the processing of the Capacity Release re-design, various data sets were deleted or combined and re-named and re-numbered.  The changes comprising the minor correction were inadvertently not reflected in the code values for the data sets in NAESB WGQ Standards Nos. 5.4.14 and 5.4.15 (“Upload of a Request for Download of Posted Datasets” and “Response to Upload of Request for Download of Posted Datasets”).    
For approval, the minor correction will require a simple majority, or 13 affirmative votes out of a possible 24 votes that can be cast.  If approved via simple majority vote, the minor correction will then be posted for a two week industry comment period, with the comment period beginning November 17 to November 30.  Should no adverse comments be received, the minor correction will be applied 30 days later, on December 30.  The corrections would be made to Version 2.0 which is scheduled for publication on November 30.  The ballot can be found on page 2 of this document.
