Welcome & Administrative Items

Mr. Burden opened the meeting and welcomed the conference call participants.  Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance and the participants on the phone introduced themselves.  Mr. Burden reviewed the agenda, a motion was made and the subcommittee unanimously adopted it as drafted.  Attendees reviewed the draft meeting minutes from February 25, 2009 and the modified draft meeting minutes from April 23, 2009.  A motion to adopt these minutes as reviewed went unopposed and the subcommittee unanimously adopted the minutes  as final. 
2.
Discuss and process NAESB WGQ Request No. R09014 recommendation
Participants reviewed the R09014 recommendation from the WGQ BPS.  Finding nothing substantive objectionable , the subcommittee inserted the appropriate page number references that the standard would occupy once ratified by the Executive Committee.  The changes are noted on the “R09014 Recommendation” work paper.  The modified recommendation will be discussed and voted on at the next EDM meeting and forwarded to the WGQ EC. 
3.
Discuss and prepare a recommendation for NAESB WGQ Request No. R09025
Participants discussed the draft R09025 recommendation to create a standard specifying  that a Transportation Service Provider’s displayed, printed and downloaded data contain data labels or their abbreviations as specified in the X.4.Y datasets or NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.31.  As the subcommittee began to make changes to the recommendation, it was noted that the most recent version of the proposed standard was needed. 
Participants consulted the March 4, 2010 WGQ BPS meeting minutes and noted that what had begun as a single proposed standard had in fact emerged from the BPS as two distinct proposed standards. These two standards were copied from the meeting minutes document into a working version of the R09025 recommendation.  Once the standards had been inserted, their headings were made consistent throughout the recommendation work paper to avoid confusion. 
As the subcommittee discussed the proposed standards, participants decided to insert “Customer Activities” as a modifier to “Web site” in each proposed standard. The reasoning participants provided was a desire to more narrowly define which websites would be affected by the proposed change. The subcommittee agreed to forward the draft recommendation work paper to the BPS.  Once processed by the BPS and IR/Tech subcommittees, the modified recommendation will be discussed and voted on at the next EDM meeting and forwarded to the WGQ EC. 
4.
Discuss and prepare a recommendation for 2010 WGQ Annual Plan Item 5 – “Review minimum technical characteristics in Appendices B, C, and D of the WGQ QEDM Manual, and make changes as appropriate”
Participants reviewed the WGQ Annual Plan Item 5 recommendation..   Windows 7 was added as an eligible operating system to Appendices B and C.  Appendix C was also modified to require Broadband as a minimum for connections as opposed to 56 Kbs and require a minimum of 1GB of RAM rather than 512 MB.  The modified recommendation will be discussed and voted on at the next EDM meeting and forwarded to the WGQ EC. 
5.
Schedule meeting to review and vote on recommendations for R09025, R09014 and NAESB WGQ AP item 5
Participants agreed to meet again on May 25, 2010 from 1:00pm to 4:00pm to vote on these items.
