The recommendation for consideration by the EDM subcommittee proposes that no technical modifications are necessary as a result of the adoption of the three proposed standards and that they will be included in the Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism (“QEDM”) Manual in numerical order and also in the Informational Postings Related standards section with the other standards related to gas quality starting on page 49.
