Discussion and Vote to Post Draft Changes to Interpretation 7.3.16 and Deletion of Interpretation 7.3.27 (Part of 2010 Annual Plan Item No. 7 –Location Codes) for Informal Comment
Mr. Love stated that the WGQ Business Practice Subcommittee (BPS) has met several times to discuss the elimination of the common codes and recently voted to post a draft work paper for an informal comment period that removed references to common codes from the NAESB WGQ Standards.  He stated that two interpretations (NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 7.3.16 and 7.3.27) reference DRNs and that the BPS would like to include the suggested modifications to these interpretations in the work paper being posted for an informal comment period.  Mr. Love reviewed the WGQ BPS Proposed Interpretation Modifications - 2010 AP Item No 7 work paper.  Mr. Spangler stated that the information in the work paper that is marked for deletion is very helpful and recommended referencing location codes rather than DRNs in an effort to keep the interpretation.  The participants discussed Mr. Spangler’s recommendation and determined to make modifications to the language rather than deleting the entire interpretation as proposed in the original work paper. Mr. Gracey moved to include the proposed modifications in the draft work paper that will be posted for an informal comment period by the WGQ BPS.
