Mr. Novak moved to adopt the October 25, 2005 and January 28, 2008 meeting minutes as drafted and adopt the July 24, 2008 meeting minutes as revised by Ms. Davis. WGQ Annual Plan Item 1 – Damage Reporting for Natural Gas Pipelines
Mr. Novak reviewed the Proposed Modifications to National Fuel Gas Distribution Work Paper Submitted by D. Davis, Williams Gas Pipeline.  He stated that the purpose of his proposed interpretation was to make clear that Transmission Service Providers (TSP) may post information from Federal Energy Regulatory Commission Section 260.9 reports as critical notices on their Informational Posting Web site.  He stated that he supports Ms. Davis’ proposed modifications contained in the work paper.  Ms. Van Pelt noted that creating a new notice type through EDI would not be difficult.  Mr. Novak made a motion to adopt the interpretation as proposed in the work paper submitted by Ms. Davis.  Mr. Gracey seconded the motion and Mr. Novak, Mr. Gracey and Mr. Love voted in favor of the motion.  A notational ballot will be distributed to the absent Interpretation Committee members to determine the outcome of the motion.

Review Clarification Request C09001 Submitted by 8760 Inc.
Ms. Van Pelt stated that she reviewed the Clarification Request C09001 and that the action requested would be more appropriately addressed through a standards request rather than an interpretation of an existing standard.  Specifically, the portion of the proposed interpretation suggesting that those pipelines and other jurisdictional entities included in the Central Address Repository add keywords to their web sites to facilitate Internet searches using popular search engines.  She also noted that the first few sentences of the proposed interpretation were simply re-enforcing the standard itself.  She stated that if the request for interpretation is submitted as a standards request, it should be assigned to the Electronic Delivery Mechanism (EDM) Subcommittee.  Mr. Griffith supported Ms. Van Pelt’s comments.  Ms. Van Pelt stated that she would contact Mr. Buccigross after the meeting and discuss her issues with him.  Mr. Love suggested that the Interpretation Committee not take any action on the item until Ms. Van Pelt contacts Mr. Buccigross.
