1.
 Welcome
Mr. Love opened the meeting and welcomed the participants.  Mr. Booe reviewed the antitrust guidelines.  The attendees on the phone introduced themselves.  A quorum was not established.  Mr. Love suggested that the participants forgo the adoption of the January 28, 2008 minutes and move directly to the proposed modifications to the Capacity Release Interpretations.  He noted that the absent Interpretations Subcommittee members could vote notationally on the Order 712 updates to the Capacity Release Interpretations after review by the meeting participants.  Ms. Crocket moved to adopt the agenda as revised.  Mr. Love seconded the motion and the motion passed without opposition.
2.
Order 712 Updates to Capacity Release Interpretations 
Mr. Love reviewed the Order 712 Work Paper.  He stated that the work paper identifies all of the Capacity Release Interpretations requiring modification in response to Order 712 and includes his proposed modifications.  He noted that Ms. Davis also aided in the review of the Capacity Release Interpretations and that her proposed redlines are included  in the work paper.  He stated that the only modification not proposed in response to Order 712 was the removal of “not” from the first sentence of Interpretation 7.3.2:  “A year in this case is not a calendar year”.
The participants reviewed the proposed modifications and suggested only a few minor modifications to the language taken from Interpretation 7.3.3 and added to Interpretation 7.3.15.  The suggested modifications are in redline format as follows:

Assume another example of a more than one year release with the award commencing on a Saturday.  The timeline would be as follows: The Offer would be posted no later than 12:00 P.M. the prior Tuesday.  This provides for both the required four business days prior to the Saturday award start and the three business days prior to the 1:00 P.M. Thursday ending of the open season , which is required in order to provide a three business day open season in advance of the Friday A.M. nominationsTimely Nomination Cycle deadline for Saturday flow under the award.
The participants also suggested that the following language be added to Mr. Love’s language proposing the removal of Interpretation 7.3.44:

The deletion of this Interpretation is contingent upon the coincidental incorporation of NAESB WGQ Standard 0.3.z2 (R03021) as a FERC regulation.
Mr. Love asked if any participants had identified any other interpretations that require modifications in response to Order 712.  No additional interpretations or modifications were offered.  Ms. Crockett suggested that the Order 712 updates to the Capacity Release Interpretations reviewed and approved by the participants during this conference call be sent to the absent Interpretations Subcommittee members through notational ballot for approval and included in a recommendation to the WGQ Executive Committee.  Mr. Love seconded the motion.  Both Ms. Crockett and Mr. Love voted in favor of the motion.  A notational ballot will be distributed to the absent members of the WGQ Interpretations Subcommittee.
