1.
 Welcome
Mr. Love opened the meeting and welcomed the participants. Ms. Cummings reviewed the antitrust guidelines.  The attendees on the phone introduced themselves.  A quorum of the Committee members was not established.  Mr. Love reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Gracey moved to adopt the agenda as drafted and Mr. Novak seconded the motion. The motion passed without opposition.  Mr. Love reviewed the July 29, 2009 draft minutes as revised by Ms. Davis.   Mr. Gracey moved to adopt the July 24, 2009 meeting minutes as revised by Ms. Davis.  Mr. Sappenfield seconded the motion and the motion passed without objection. 2.
Review and possible vote on interpretation for C09002
Mr. Altenbauer submitted this request for an interpretation and was not present on the phone for the conference call.  Mr. Love did not want to move forward on the interpretation without Mr. Altenbauer’s ability to explain his position and answer the committee’s questions.  All committee members were in agreement that this item will be put on hold and another meeting will be scheduled to address it.
3.
Review and possible vote on interpretation for C09003
Mr. Young addressed C09003 and recognized that an interpretation may not be the best course of action for it.  For EBB, at least one Confirmation Response Code or Confirmation Response Code Description is required.  The Response Reason Code or Description is also mandatory when the Confirmation Reason Code or Description indicates non-confirmation.  So if the Confirmation Code Description is ‘Bidder disagrees with bid/offer quantity’ they must then select the same code description for Response Reason Code.  The request was submitted to change Confirmation Response to an indicator for either confirming or not confirming and then require the Response Reason when non-confirmation occurs.  Mr. Young stated that if the first response is correct it is not logical to then have to fill in the response reason code.  Mr. Love and Mr.  Young spoke prior to the meeting and it was decided that this was an issue for the business practice subcommittee.  Mr. Davis thought it was more of an IR/Technical issue.  It was ultimately agreed that a request will be submitted to the IR/Technical work groups to process this issue in their normal course of business.  Mr. Novak moved that the Interpretations Committee instruct IR to review request C09003 and eliminate any potential redundancy between the data element “Confirmation Response Code” and “Response Reason Code” in NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.4.10.  Mr. Gracey seconded the motion.  The motion will be sent out for notational ballot.  The motion did pass the notational ballot that was due July 8, 2009.
