 Welcome
Mr. Love opened the meeting and welcomed the participants. Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidelines and called the roll of the Interpretation Subcommittee (ISC) members. Mr. Sappenfield moved to adopt the agenda as revised and Mr. Smith seconded the motion. The motion passed without opposition.  
Mr. Love reviewed the April 6, 2011 draft minutes.  Ms. Davis offered a few minor corrections.  Mr. Sappenfield moved to adopt the minutes as revised and Mr. Smith seconded the motion. The motion passed without opposition.   
Mr. Love reviewed the June 29, 2011 draft minutes as redlined by Ms. Davis.  Ms. Davis offered some additional corrections to the redlined version of the draft minutes.  Mr. Smith moved to adopt the redlined draft minutes as revised and Mr. Gracey seconded the motion. The motion passed without opposition.

Discussion on Draft Interpretations for C11002
Mr. Love reviewed the proposed interpretation for C11002.  Mr. Love asked Mr. Peters if the draft interpretation meets his needs and would satisfy his request.  Mr. Peters answered affirmatively.  The participants made some minor grammatical and stylistic changes to the proposed interpretation.  Mr. Gracey made a motion to adopt the proposed interpretation and Mr. Smith seconded the motion.  Those ISC members on the phone voted in favor.  Due to a lack of quorum the interpretation will be sent out to the remainder of the ISC for a notational ballot period.  Mr. Booe confirmed that one week would be a sufficient amount of time for the balloting period. Discussion on Draft Interpretations for C11003
Mr. Love reviewed the proposed interpretation for C11003.  Mr. Love noted that he unintentionally did not include the Minimum Volumetric Commitment Percentage Evaluation Indicator download condition in the interpretation and modified the proposed language to correct the oversight.  The participants made additional grammatical and stylistic changes to the proposed interpretation.  Mr. Gracey made a motion to adopt the proposed interpretation and Mr. Sappenfield seconded the motion.  Those ISC members on the phone voted in favor.  Due to a lack of quorum the interpretation will be sent out to the remainder of the ISC for a notational ballot period. Discussion on Proposed Minor Correction Transfer

Mr. Booe asked if the request of the ISC should be vetted through the WGQ Executive Committee as the recommendation of the ISC is to convert the request for clarifications into minor corrections.  The subcommittee determined that the item may be transferred with the approval of the WGQ Executive Committee chair and co-chair, as done in the past.   Mr. Sappenfield made a motion to implement the transfer described in the work paper and Mr. Gracey seconded the motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote.
