Discussion and potential vote on request C05002
Mr. Love reviewed the draft interpretation for Request No. C05002 that was posted prior to the conference call.  Mr. Love proposed several modification to the draft interpretation (shown in redline below).  

7.3.X For EDM Version 1.6 or higher, should 128-bit Secure Socket Layer (SSL) encryption be used?

Interpretation:  NAESB WGQ Standard 4.3.88 states “For EDI/EDM, 128-bit Secure Socket Layer (SSL) encryption should be used.”  Additionally, NAESB WGQ Standards 4.3.61 and 4.3.83 state that 128-bit Secure Socket layer (SSL) encryption should be used for Customer Activities Websites and Interactive Flat File EDM (Interactive FF/EDM).  Given As demonstrated by these three separate, specific references, clearly, the intent of the standards is that 128-bit Secure Socket Layer (SSL) encryption should be used as specified for EDI/EDM, Interactive FF/EDM and Customer Activities Websites for NAESB Version 1.6 and 1.7.

Mr. Love explained the changes were appropriate because the version 1.8 EDM manual would clearly state that 128-bit SSL should be used.  Ms. McVicker moved, seconded by Mr. Sappenfield, to adopt the draft interpretation, as modified.  The motion was unanimously supported by the WGQ Interpretations Subcommittee members present, and distributed to the other subcommittee members for notational vote after the conference call.  [Mr. Novak, Ms. Burnett and Mr. Keeler submitted notational votes in support of the interpretation.]
