 Welcome
Mr. Love opened the meeting and welcomed the participants. Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidelines.  The attendees on the phone introduced themselves.  A quorum of the Subcommittee members was established.  Mr. Love reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Gracey moved to adopt the agenda as drafted and Ms. Crockett seconded the motion. The motion passed without opposition.  Mr. Love reviewed the July 8, 2010 draft minutes.   Mr. Sappenfield moved to adopt the July 8, 2010 meeting minutes as drafted and Ms. Crockett seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.  Mr. Love reviewed the July 29, 2009 meeting minutes.  Ms. Crockett moved to adopt the July 29, 2009 meeting minutes as drafted and Mr. Sappenfield seconded the motion. Review and Discussion on C10001
Ms. Crockett reviewed C10001 and noted that the request for interpretation was initiated by a question posed by a FERC staff member.  Mr. Love stated that his research on the item lead to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.6 which was redacted in the NAESB WGQ Version 1.8 publication.  Ms. Van Pelt stated that WGQ Standard No. 4.3.6 was replaced by WGQ Standard No. 4.3.23 and added greater detail.  Mr. Love stated that some companies include non-conforming agreements and negotiated rates in their tariff filings and other companies file the non-conforming agreements and negotiated rates in other areas and include references to the items in their tariff filings.  Ms. Crockett concurred with Mr. Love’s description.  Mr. Sappenfield stated that he believes that referencing  non-conforming agreements and negotiated rates agreements in the tariff meets his needs and is functionally sufficient.  He also noted that he does not see the benefit of posting Volume 2s and X rate schedules.  Ms. Crockett stated that she agrees with Mr. Sappenfield from an end user perspective.  Mr. Love stated that his company provides a listing of these items in its posted tariff,  and the transactional reporting postings provide a summary of each negotiated rate and non-conforming agreement.  He also noted that it would not be productive to retroactively require companies to post historical negotiated rate and non-conforming agreements and X Rate Schedules to their web sites.  The participants supported his statement.  Mr. Gracey stated that the request goes beyond an interpretation and would be more appropriately submitted as a request for a modification to existing standards.  Ms. Horton stated that this issue should be resolved through the use of the eTariff system.  The participants supported her statement and Mr. Love suggested that the interpretation state that WGQ Standard No. 4.3.23 only requires the open access tariff be posted.  He stated that he would draft a proposed interpretation and distribute it to the participants prior to the next meeting.  The participants agreed to hold a subsequent meeting to vote on the proposed interpretation.  Mr. Love and Mr. Booe will work together to schedule the meeting.
