Administrative
Participants were welcomed to the conference call and introduced themselves.  Mr. Culliton provided the antitrust guidance.  After an item providing for the Interpretations Committee (ISC) to review draft minutes from a May 28, 2010 meeting was added, the motion to adopt the agenda, made by Mr. Novak and seconded by Mr. Love, passed without opposition.  The group reviewed the revised draft minutes from June 11, 2010 prepared by Ms. Davis prior to the meeting.  This revised version was unanimously adopted as final after a motion from Ms. Davis, seconded by Mr. Love.  The ISC reviewed the revised draft minutes from the May 28, 2010 Joint BPS/EDM/ISC meeting that had been previously adopted by the BPS and EDM subcommittees.  After a motion by Mr. Novak, seconded by Mr. Sappenfield, these minutes were unanimously adopted as final per the ISC. 
2. Discussion and Possible Vote on WGQ IR/Technical Memo to BPS, dated 07/07/2010, re: 2010 WGQ Annual Plan Item 3 (Capacity Release Re-design)
Ms. Davis opened the Corrected IR Capacity Release Work Paper and provided a summary of this item.  She noted that the topic had been discussed and the document edited at several previous meetings.  She stated that her final edits were in no way substantive; rather, they were purely stylistic.  She observed that the overwhelming majority of her final edits were the consistent capitalization of terms .  She shared these changes with the group, going page by page through the work paper.  As this summary proceeded, several additional minor errors were noted and corrected by the subcommittee.  These modifications are noted on the Revised Capacity Release Work Paper. 

After the group was satisfied with the document, Ms. Davis made a motion, seconded by Mr. Love, that the WGQ BPS adopt this work paper as modified.  The motion passed without opposition.  Subsequently, Mr. Novak made a motion, seconded by Mr. Sappenfield, that the WGQ ISC adopt the work paper as modified.  This vote was also unanimous in favor. 
3.
Review and Possible Vote on R10003
Ms. Davis re-introduced R10003, which requested the addition of two new data elements “Discount Begin Date” and “Discount End Date” in the Transactional Reporting – Capacity Release Data Set (NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.4.20) and Transactional Reporting – Firm Transportation Data Set (NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.4.21).  After Ms. Davis noted that this item had been discussed at the June 11, 2010 BPS meeting, participants reviewed the discussion notes recorded and the draft instruction that had been created at this previous meeting.  After a minor change was made to this draft, Ms. Davis made a motion, seconded by Ms. Hogge, that the following instruction be adopted: 
The WGQ BPS instructs the IR subcommittee to accommodate the sender’s option business practice of sending Discount Begin Date and Discount End Date in NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 5.4.20 and 5.4.21.
The motion passed without opposition.
