Proposed Interpretation for C11005
Proposed NAESB WGQ Standard No. 7.3.x
In NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.3.2, please interpret the meaning of the phrase "- open season ends no later than 1:00 P.M. on a Business Day."  This same phrase is present in both the "1 year or less" and "more than 1 year" biddable release timelines

Interpretation:
Pursuant to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 7.3.15, which states in part “On whatever day an Offer is posted, the open season must encompass at least the next occurrence of the hour between 12:00 p.m. (noon) and 1:00 p.m. central clock time”, the intent is that the open season in these cases ends at 1:00 P.M. on a Business Day (central clock time), not any earlier as could be implied by the existing standard language.
