Review, Discussion and Possible Vote Proposed Interpretation C11005
Mr. Love reviewed the proposed Interpretation C11005 and noted that he made some revisions to the proposed interpretation as drafted during the last meeting to add granularity and to make the interpretation’s format consistent with previously adopted interpretations.  He asked the participants if they would like to make additional modifications or comments. Ms. Davis suggested minor formatting changes which were incorporated. Mr. Hinton confirmed that the interpretation addresses the concern identified by Skipping Stone.  Mr. Love called for a vote on the interpretation. Mr. Sappenfield moved to adopt the interpretation as revised and Mr. Gracey seconded the motion.  Mr. Gracey, Mr. Love and Mr. Sappenfield, the only ISC members on the phone, voted in favor. Due to lack of quorum, the proposed interpretation will be sent out to the remaining ISC members for a notational ballot period of one week. Mr. Love reminded the participants that Mr. Buccigross will submit a request to remove the ambiguity in the language of WGQ Standard No. 5.3.2 and that the WGQ Executive Committee can decide if the interpretation is still necessary during their next meeting.
