Upon receipt by a service provider from a service requester of a transaction whose key elements match those previously received by the service provider from the service requester, the service provider should then process the begin date/time and end date/time consistent with the intentions of the NAESB WGQ Standard 1.3.7 and then process the rest of the transaction's data elements consistent with the applicable standards to determine the business results.  When data is not supplied (e.g. is not applicable, is not supported or is not mutually agreed upon) the pertinent portion of the key would be determined to be null.

a.  Description of Request:

Request two new data elements be added to the Nomination and Scheduled Quantity data sets.  

The new data elements will be used at the same level as the quantity data and will be used to support the implementation of El Paso’s Order 637 requirements.  El Paso’s system includes several path opportunities for most receipt-to-delivery point transportation requests.  The first additional data element will permit the service requestor to identify a specific path for the nominated transaction.  This permits the shipper to clearly define the usage of its primary path or separate paths for segmented transportation.  In its Order 637 implementation, shippers will be able to carry imbalances from one month to the next.  The second requested data element is required to provide shippers the ability to identify the specific month of an imbalance they may want to clear (payback to the pipeline or deliver.  This data element assists shippers in their imbalance management efforts and to manage imbalance and transportation costs.
