During the Joint Information Requirements (IR)/ Technical Subcommittees meeting discussion on February 1-2, 2011 of the re-development of the Measured Volume Audit Statement – NAESB WGQ Standard No. 2.4.6 to be ANSI compliant, various data elements were identified that have erroneous usages.  They fall into the following categories of errors:

· The usage of BC – Business Conditional - It was determined that based on the data element(s) and corresponding conditions, the usage of BC is an error and should be C – Conditional.  
· The usage is SO – Sender’s Option – it was determined that the data element needs to be C – Conditional, with a condition of mandatory based on the presence of another data element.

	Mandatory when meter type is a Used for positive meters only.
