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TECHNICAL IMPLEMENTATION OF BUSINESS PROCESS

The upload of withdrawals of offers and bids is sent by the withdrawing party, or their agent, to the transportation service provider.  It is used to communicate the information necessary to identify the specific offer or bid being withdrawn.  All Withdrawal Uploads must adhere to applicable NAESB standards.  The withdrawal type indicator, which is present in all Withdrawal Uploads, communicates to the receiver what type of withdrawal is being reported.

Uploads of withdrawals of offers include the offer number of the offer being withdrawn.  Uploads of withdrawals of bids include the bid number of the bid being withdrawn, as well as the offer number that the bid was in response to.  In this way, regardless of which type of withdrawal is being uploaded, the offer or bid being withdrawn, as well as any related documents, can be identified.

The transportation service provider and the entity withdrawing the offer or bid are identified by their entity common code numbers. Parties should mutually agree to use the Transportation Service Provider's proprietary entity code when the D-U-N-S® Number is not available.

An authorization code may be sent by the withdrawing party.  This confidential authorization code indicates to the receiver of the document that the entity indicated as the withdrawing party has the right to undertake and to authorize this withdrawal.

If an invalid Withdrawal Upload is sent, the transportation service provider will respond via existing business processes.
