3.  RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY:

NOTE:
The following recommendation represents the implementation of standards adopted by the Executive Committee on Februray 10, 2000.  These standards were presumed at that time to be included in the Capacity Release Manual as 5.3.X standards.  Subsequently, NAESB WGQ adopted the use of an Additional Standards Manual.  The Information Requirements Subcommittee and Technical Subcommittee hereby recommend that these standards, previously adopted by the Executive Committee, as well as the new proposed standard (R06013) and the corresponding implementation be incorporated in the Additional Standards Manual.  Therefore, this recommendation incorporates this concept and is noted accordingly.
This recommendation was dependent on the successful processing of R98047 (Supported Code Values) and needs to be modified to delete such dependence since R98047 was declined by the EC.
· Delete NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.3.17

· Delete NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.4.13 - Operationally Available and Unsubscribed Capacity (due to replacement with two new data sets as more fully explained below)
· Modify NAESB WGQ Additional Standards Manual to:

· Modify the Executive Summary, Business Processes and Practices Sections A and C of the manual to reflect the addition of the following standards and data sets.

· Add Proposed NAESB WGQ Standard 0.3.x from R96018.  
[Note:this standard was adopted by the Business Process Subcomittee as a 5.3.x standard.] 
· Add EC Approved NAESB WGQ Standards No. - 0.3.x (S86), 0.3.x (S87), 0.3.y (S88) and 0.3.z (S89) (from R99033)and Proposed NAESB WGQ Standard 5.3.x (from R96018) in Section C - Topic Specific Standards Section of the Business Process and Practices.

(S86) 0.3.x
Operationally Available Capacity (OAC) should be reported as the quantity (in standard units) remaining available to be scheduled at (or through) the identified point, segment or zone, in the indicated direction of flow.  Operating Capacity (OPC) should be reported as the total capacity which could be scheduled at (or through) the identified  point, segment or zone in the indicated direction of flow.  The Total Scheduled Quantity (TSQ) should be reported as the net quantity scheduled at the point, segment or zone level in the indicated direction of flow.  When reporting OAC, OPC and TSQ, the transportation service provider should indicate whether the individual reported capacity is at the point, segment or zone level.

(S87) 0.3.x
Operationally Available Capacity (OAC), Operating Capacity (OPC) and Total Scheduled Quantity (TSQ) are associated information and should be reported at the same level.  Transportation Service Providers should report OAC, OPC and TSQ at, at least one of, point, segment or zone level.  
(S88) 0.3.y
When reporting Operationally Available Capacity, Operating Capacity and Total Scheduled Quantity, the zone should be identified when the point or segment is associated with one zone.

(S89) 0.3.z
The Total Scheduled Quantity and the Operationally Available Capacity information should be updated by the Transportation Service Provider to reflect scheduling changes and be reported promptly following the scheduling deadline associated with the timely and evening nominations cycles.

Operational Capacity 

The Operational Capacity report provides the operating capacity, total scheduled quantity, and the operationally available capacity.  Operating capacity is the total capacity which could be scheduled at (or through) the identified point, segment or zone in the indicated direction of flow.  Total scheduled quantity is the net quantity scheduled at the point, segment or zone level in the indicated direction of flow.  Operationally available capacity is capacity that is available for transportation by the transportation service provider.
Unsubscribed Capacity

The Unsubscribed Capacity report is from a transportation service provider to a data requester which contains information on the quantity of unsubscribed capacity that is available from the transportation service provider, for which no party has contracted for firm service.

Operationally Available and Unsubscribed Capacity

Releases of firm capacity are not the only types of capacity available to prospective service requesters.  The transportation service provider can sell idle (un-nominated) firm capacity as short term (as little as 1 day) firm capacity, or interruptible capacity.  These capacity types are called operationally available and unsubscribed capacity within the capacity release datasets.  One such type of capacity is called unsubscribed firm transportation capacity (Unsubscribed FT), and the other is called interruptible transportation capacity (Operationally Available IT). When a transportation service provider has capacity available for sale, it is required by FERC regulations to post this available capacity so prospective service requesters may have the full suite of information concerning capacity which may be available when they make capacity purchase decisions. The Operationally Available and Unsubscribed Capacity (ANSI 840) contains the elements which are mandatory in the FERC approved dataset, plus the optional and conditional terms displayed on the transportation service provider’s EBB and/or required to be supplied by the tariff. The Operationally Available and Unsubscribed Capacity reflects the same level of specificity as to available capacity as is contained in other postings of available capacity. The Operationally Available and Unsubscribed Capacity is not used by the transportation service provider to notify current or prospective service requesters; rather it is used by the transportation service provider to transmit, to requesting trading partners, information concerning available FT and IT capacity.
