Additionally, TSPs may voluntarily post other information on the Informational Postings Web site.  In either case, such information should be posted in either the appropriate category listed above or should use other categories and subcategories, as necessary, to clearly identify the contents of the information posted.

Transportation Service Providers should provide search capability for a word or phrase within the text of the entire tariff and within any of the following tariff subcategories:  1) Rate Schedules, 2) General Terms and Conditions, and 3) Form of Service Agreement.  The results of the search should highlight the word or phrase or provide a list of links to the pages containing the word or phrase.  “Search” should appear as a link and be labeled as such and should appear on the Informational Postings Web site pursuant to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.22.

Each line of the Table of Contents of the Tariff should provide a link to the corresponding sheet/section number shown.  The subcategories Currently Effective Rates, Rate Schedules, General Terms and Conditions, and Form of Service Agreement should provide either a table of contents or a similar breakdown, when applicable, and a link function to the corresponding sheet/section.  For example, if General Terms and Conditions has a separate table of contents, it should provide corresponding links.

 A Transportation Service Provider’s posted Tariff should provide the ability to navigate to the “previous” and “next” sheet/section.

A Transportation Service Provider’s Tariff should be posted in a format that complies with the Browser Capabilities as specified in Appendix C of the NAESB WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism Related Standards.
