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Use of spreadsheet:

· Assume user has basic knowledge of the industry and the NAESB standards.

· Be able to sort by a business or technical subject given that for any business topic (e.g., nominations), to get a complete picture of standards that impact that business topic, it may be necessary for the user to review the standards under other categories (e.g., Look and Feel, Navigation, Security, etc,)

Guidelines:

· If a standard is about general concepts that are globally applicable to all areas of Informational Postings and/or Customer Activities (such as the requirement for having the TSP’s name appear first in the browser’s title bar), the topic ‘Look and Feel’ is marked.  However, the individual data sets contained in the Informational Postings or Customer Activities sections are NOT marked even though they may be impacted.

· If a standard directly applies or refers to a particular topic/data set, the topic is marked.

· If a standard applies to a group of data sets, be it specifically named or implied, the topic is marked under each one of the impacted data set(s).
