Confirmation Response Quick Response – potential errata
Ms. Schmitz identified that in the Confirmation Response Quick (CRQR), the data element Confirmation Service Contract is conditional based on if it is in the Confirmation Response.  The question is whether it should also be included in the CRQR if it is used in the Request for Confirmation.  After lengthy discussion, the group determined that the real problem is that the data element is BC in both documents.  In order to address this issue a request to review the usage of this BC data element in the Request for Confirmation, as well as the others that are BC in that data set, will need to be filed.  No immediate errata will be created as a result of this discussion.

Texaco

Request:
The above subject GISB implementation guide erroneously utilizes code values which have not been approved as ASC X12 standards and references the American Petroleum Institute for code assignment/maintenance of various code lists/tables.  Most EDI translation software verifies/rejects code values that are not included in the ASC X12 standard.  Texaco’s translation software does provide flexibility to manually add code values which are not included in the X12 data element dictionary so that the document can be processed.  To eliminate potential transaction rejects and minimize manual updates, as well as, utilizing code values which are approved ASC X12 standards, it is recommended that GISB promptly request these codes from ASC X12 and/or modify its implementation guide as appropriate.  It is recommended that a similar review be made of all GISB Implementation Guides so that all code requests can be consolidated in a single request to ASC X12.  Following is a list of the requests associated with the Allocation Statement which require submission to ASC X12:  (see request for details).
