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In response to the instructions from the WGQ Business Practices Subcommittee, the Joint WGQ Information Requirements / Technical Subcommittees performed an initial review of the current capacity release process to determine the impact of a re-design it including, but not limited to, combining the upload and download datasets.  The group determined that the best approach would be to take the current Offer Upload and Offer Download (NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 5.4.7 and 5.4.1, respectively) and propose the necessary changes to combine them.  The underlying premise of this exercise was (other than instructions to the Transportation Service Provider on how to handle the submitted offer) any information submitted in the creation of an offer must be communication in the download of the offer.  The results of this exercise provides BPS an example of how the new / re-vamped data set could appear.

The need to send the code and/or the description are contained in a single line item.
