	FERC Efforts
	· WGQ Version 1.9 was adopted by the FERC today. 
· Several waivers have been requested for the e-Tariff standards, some of which were denied.  Ms. McQuade noted that the e-Tariff standards were being used as an example for the development of the Smart Grid standards – where NAESB and other groups (for e-Tariff, the oil pipelines and FERC) worked together collaboratively to produce a set of standards and implementation guides that could be used to benefit groups that extended past NAESB’s membership base.  

	Report from the Advisory Council
	· Ms. McQuade provided a review of the February 13 Advisory Council meeting.  During the meeting, a primer on the standards development process was reviewed.  
· The Advisory Council discussed NAESB’s ongoing Demand Response and Smart Grid efforts.  David Wollman of NIST noted his support of filing NAESB’s Smart Grid standards directly to the FERC rather than by NIST.  NIST also mentioned that a new PAP related to wind energy may be addressed soon, and it was noted that NAESB may play a role in those standards development efforts.  
· The Advisory Council was asked to provide input on items to be included on the Wholesale Gas Quadrant Annual Plan.

	Updates on Specific Efforts
	· The next WGQ publication is scheduled for November, 2010.  

	2010 Executive Committee Reports
	·  Participants reviewed the changes of the 2010 Wholesale Gas Quadrant Annual Plan to be discussed at the Board of Directors meeting.

	Review of Other Board or Leadership Issues
	· Ms. Crockett noted that the Board committee on Cyber Security began on Monday, March 22.   The goal of the first meeting was to gain as much ground as possible.  Ms. Van Pelt stated that she understood the importance of covering as much ground as possible, but participants that were not at the last Board meeting did not understand the intent of the meeting.  Ms. McQuade noted that Jessie Hurley would be present at tomorrow’s Board meeting and would be able to answer any questions that participants may have.  

	Old and New Business
	·  Ms. Crockett noted that the FERC Commissioners testified before the House Energy and Environmental Subcommittee regarding the use of natural gas, instead of coal, for power generation.  The general consensus was that the use of gas would continue to move to the forefront of power generation.
