A leadership meeting was held on June 22, 2011.  Below are notes from that meeting:

	Topic
	Discussion

	Administration and Welcome
	· The meeting was called to order at 11:00 am Central.  Ms. Crockett welcomed the participants.  Ms. Cummings provided the antitrust guidance.  Ms. Crockett asked the participants in the room and on the phone to introduce themselves and reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Hurley moved to adopt the agenda as drafted and Ms. Pennock seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.  

	Publication Activities
	· Ms. Rager provided an update of the publication activities and noted that the NAESB office is currently putting the schedule together for the release of WGQ 2.1.  A question arose regarding the timing for FERC to address Version 2.0.  The NAESB office did not know when it would be addressed.  Mr. Griffith stated that he did not think Version 2.0 would be addressed in 2011.  This will not impact the publication schedule for Version 2.1.

	WGQ Membership
	· Ms. Rager provided the update for WGQ membership.  To date, NAESB has gained seven new members and lost 11 due to resignations.  In the WGQ segment, three new members have joined while two members have resigned.

	2011 Executive Committee Report
	· Ms. Davis provided an update from the WGQ Executive Committee and the changes that were made to the 2011 WGQ Annual Plan.  

	Common Codes
	· Ms. Van Pelt provided the update on the common codes discussions.  During the May EC meeting, it was agreed that a meeting would be held with FERC staff to discuss the direction that the WGQ BPS planned to take in regards to common codes.  The plan was to eliminate the use of common codes in favor of the Transportation Service Providers proprietary code.  That meeting was scheduled for July 7, 2011 in Washington DC, at the FERC office.

	Streamlining Standards
	· Ms. Davis noted that this item related to annual plan items 1, 2, 3 and 4 and were currently being addressed by the IR/Technical subcommittee.  

	Gas-Electric Coordination
	· Ms. Crockett stated that this item was on hold until FERC provided more guidance on how it was to be addressed.  While several NAESB members have expressed interest in joining the new subcommittee, it has not been reactivated, pending FERC direction.

	Minor Correction Filings with FERC
	· The WGQ minor corrections filings will be submitted to FERC by the end of the week.

	Board Critical Infrastructure  and implications to the WGQ quadrant
	· Mr. Hurley provided the update.  He noted that there was currently no regulation related to cyber security in the gas segment and the related pending legislation did not address it, either.  This raises the question on whether NAESB has the responsibility to look at this issue.  There are credible threats to the gas industry and no way to address it.  The general consensus is that the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) would be the logical centralizing authority.  If this were to occur, DHS would have new regulatory authority to establish rules on how to comply with security measures.  FERC would incorporate DHS’ regulations by reference.  A long criticism of FERC has been that it is reactionary rather than proactive.  The purpose of these regulations is to change that cycle.  Should the legislation pass, DHS will look to private standards setting organizations to help create the regulations.  NAESB could get involved in this work.
