	Report on FERC and Minor Corrections for eTariff
	· After discussion with the Wholesale Gas and Wholesale Electric Executive Committee leadership with FERC staff, it was determined that the change management for implementation of FERC processed changes to the NAESB eTariff Implementation Guide will continue to be processed as minor corrections.  To do this in a way that the NAESB documents and the FERC documents stay consistent, they will be addressed as minor corrections unless the change is substantive and EC members indicate their preference to pursue such changes through the request for modification to a standard.  Ms. Davis developed the minor corrections to be voted on by the Executive Committees.  It was agreed that all of the related minor corrections would go out jointly in a notational ballot. 

	Report on Smart Grid efforts and the tie-in to the natural gas market
	· In conversations with the Department of Energy, Ms. McQuade learned that SANDIA, and separately INGAA, may start a project to tie in natural gas to the smart grid.  Ms. Annie McIntyre, from SANDIA, will be the speaker at the September Board meeting to further discuss this issue.  She noted that this could cause a revival of the gas-electric coordination discussions because using gas to support renewables could have implications to that coordination.  

	Update on Publication Activities
	· Ms. McQuade provided a review of the publication schedule for WGQ Version 2.0, which is scheduled to be published in November of 2010.  

	Review of 2010 WGQ Annual Plan
	· Participants reviewed the changes of the 2010 Wholesale Gas Quadrant Annual Plan to be discussed at the Board of Directors meeting.

	Review of WGQ Membership
	· Ms. Crockett noted that the Board Resources Committee asked that this agenda item be discussed at all leadership meetings.  The WGQ lost two members since the last meeting.  Ms. McQuade asked participants to consider ways to attract new members.  

	Review of Other Board or Leadership Issues
	· Ms. Crockett noted an issue that would be addressed at tomorrow’s board meeting related to formal comments.  Some participants were submitting formal comments with insufficient time for the Executive Committee to review them prior to a vote. The Board would be adopting a three-day rule in an effort to ensure that comments are submitted timely.  Any comments submitted within the three day window may not be considered.
