3.  RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY:
This recommendation proposes, as a result of the creation of the NAESB Internet Electronic Transport (Internet ET) specification, the adoption of the WGQ Quadrant EDM Manual as a replacement for the NAESB WGQ Electronic Delivery Mechanism (EDM) Manual.  (Note: The NAESB Internet ET was adopted by the Executive Committees of the WGQ, REQ and RGQ in May, 2004).

Specifically, the WGQ EDM Subcommittee, working in conjunction with the NAESB Retail Quadrants TEIS Subcommittees, removed essentially all of "Tab 6" of the Version 1.7 WGQ EDM Manual and used it as the basis of the NAESB Internet ET document. Additionally, the encryption standards for PGP were modified to adopt OpenPGP and mutually agree to PGP.  The remaining content of the WGQ EDM Manual, that is the subject of this recommendation, has been reviewed and revised for Internet ET conforming changes, content updates, grammatical improvements and overall streamlining of content.

This streamlined content is to be renamed the WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Manual (QEDM) and be part of the Version 1.8 WGQ standards. 

Recommended Standards:

As a result of the above processes, the following NAESB WGQ Principles, Definitions, Standards and Interpretations are proposed to be changed, deleted and/or moved to the Internet ET specification:

4.1.2
The WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism does not pick winners, rather it should create an environment where the marketplace can dictate a winner or winners. 

4.1.6
Data providers (transportation service providers)Transportation Service Providers) should interface with third party vendors according to NAESB WGQ standards.

4.1.7 
Electronic communications between parties to the transaction should be done on a nondiscriminatory basis, whether through an agent or directly with any party to the transaction.
4.1.9 
Service providers should post clear and precise business processing rules at the designated site, or in writing, upon request.

4.2.11 
“NAESB WGQ EDI/EDM” is the term used to describe ANSI ASC X12 computer-to-computer electronic data interchange of information in files as mapped from the x.4.z NAESB WGQ standards in the NAESB WGQ Implementation Guides and communicated between trading partners over the Internet using the NAESB Internet Electronic Transport WGQ Electronic Delivery Mechanism.

 “NAESB WGQ FF/EDM” is the term used to describe a standardized flat file electronic data

interchange of information in files as mapped from the x.4.z NAESB WGQ standards. NAESB WGQ FF/EDM is communicated between trading partners over the Internet using the NAESB Internet Electronic TransportWGQ Electronic Delivery Mechanism.

4.2.13 
“NAESB WGQ EBB/EDM” is the term used to describe the NAESB WGQ standardized electronic interchange of information for Customer Activities Internet Web site presentations. NAESB WGQ EBB/EDM is communicated between trading partners over the Internet using the NAESB WGQ Electronic Delivery Mechanism for NAESB WGQ EBB/EDM
4.2.20 
Testing data sets between trading partners includes testing of:

1. intended business results,

2. Internet ETproposed electronic delivery mechanisms, and

3. related EDI/EDM and, where supported, FF/EDM implementation issues.

Testing should include enveloping, security, data validity, and standards compliance 

(e.g. ANSI X12 and NAESB WGQ QEDM Related Standards).

All parties sending and receiving data should accept a TCP/IP connection.  SendingAt a minimum, sending and receiving parties should designate an Internet addressas a designated site for the receipt and delivery of NAESB WGQ standardized data sets.

On time stamping, data leaves control of the originator by the same time (deadline),

regardless of mechanism (3rd party service provider time stamp is acceptable) and 15

minutes of communication time should be available to allow accumulation of all transactions

to the pipeline. A standard network protocol (TCP/IP) should be in service for direct connect

to the pipeline designated site.
