3.  Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Delete NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.59 and replace with two new standards that more accurately specify the timing of the technical review process to coincide with the publication of the NAESB WGQ Standards manuals. 

4.3.59 
Providers of Customer Activities Web sites should ensure that the site operates within the guidelines of the “Technical Characteristics of the Client Workstation” described in the Appendix of the Electronic Delivery Mechanism Related Standards Manual. This appendix, listing examples of hardware and software configurations that providers should meet, should be reviewed and updated by the Future Technology Task Force, at a minimum, by the spring of each year and presented to the NAESB WGQ Executive Committee for adoption by the June meeting of that committee.

Providers of Customer Activities Web sites should ensure that the site operates within the guidelines of the “Technical Characteristics of the Client Workstation” described in the Appendix of the WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism Related Standards Manual. 

4.3.s2
For each publication of the NAESB WGQ Standards, the listings of provider and client minimum hardware and software configurations contained in the WGQ Quadrant Electronic Delivery Mechanism Related Standards Manual Appendices, should be reviewed and updated by the WGQ EDM Subcommittee and presented to the NAESB WGQ Executive Committee sufficiently in time for inclusion in such publication. 

4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.59 was adopted during a time when the publication of standards for the WGQ (previously GISB) occurred on an annual basis, usually in mid-summer.  Effective with the publication of WGQ Version 1.7 on 12/31/03, subsequent WGQ standards publications will occur on a bi-annual basis. 

By deleting the existing standard and replacing it with two new standards, it will ensure current technology changes/recommendations are completed and ratified in time for publication in the next NAESB WGQ standards manuals release.
