Clarification or interpretation request:

Great Lakes needs an interpretation as to whether a recall must be for the remaining term of the release or can the recall be a lesser term (ex: the full month of July 06 is released, shipper inputs a recall for July 7 through July 15). I realize that a shipper can essentially recall for only partial term by recalling and then reputting but we need to know if a shipper can simply recall a partial term per my July example above.
To date, Great Lakes has not experienced many recalls and reputs of capacity releases. However, a shipper has notified Great Lakes of the intent to more aggressively release capacity with the likelihood of “partial term” recalls (recalling and reputting throughout the release term). Administratively, it would be much easier if the releasing shipper could simply recall for only a portion of the release term and thus avoid the reput step.
