3.  Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Two additional Nomination Transaction Type codes to support the nomination and tracking of the shipping entity or producing entity as applicable, on the interconnecting facility where title tracking is employed by the TSP.  One code value would serve to identify such an entity on the upstream facility while the other would serve to identify such n entity on the downstream facility.  Kinder Morgan proposes the descriptions of these new codes to be “Upstream Service Requester” and “Downstream Service Requester”.  The code values should be made available for all relevant NAESB documents.        
4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

Kinder Morgan requests the addition of two Nominations Transaction Types that will allow differentiation between a shipping (or producing entity as applicable) on the interconnected facility from a “daisy chain” entity, where the TSP has elected to conduct title tracking activities.
5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

New code values will enable Kinder Morgan to more accurately identify the role of the up/downstream entity that is nominated by the Service Requester on a Kinder Morgan pipeline.  The ability to differentiate in the Nomination between a shipping entity (or producing entity as applicable) on the interconnecting facility and a “daisy chain” party will allow for more accurate Confirmation data to be exchanged between Kinder Morgan and the interconnected party at locations where Kinder Morgan conducts title tracking activities.
