Description:

Requirement #5 and the associated table (below) indicate the West initiates manual time error corrections at +/- 2 seconds.  
5. Interconnection time monitoring. Each Interconnection Time Monitor shall monitor time error and shall initiate or terminate corrective action orders according to the following table:

The Western Interconnection has initiated manual time error corrections at +/- 5 seconds since May 2004 and requests a modification/enhancement to the referenced table in WEQBPS-006 to change the +/- 2 seconds to +/- 5 seconds.
4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 


Nothing new required, simply change the +/- 2 seconds to +/-5 seconds in the WEQBPS-006 table for the West.
5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Keeping the initiation threshold at +/- 5 seconds will allow the West to continue to hold the interconnection at a higher level of reliability.  It lessens the number of times the interconnection needs to be operated at a scheduled frequency less than or greater than 60 Hz.
6.  Estimate of Incremental Specific Costs to Implement Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Initiating manual time error corrections at +/- 5 seconds has been policy in the West since May 2004.  No specific costs will be incurred in changing the values in the table in WEQBPS-006 to match current operating practice.
7.  Description of Any Specific Legal or Other Considerations:

The Western Electricity Coordinating Council (WECC) will be requesting a waiver from the FERC related to Order 676 allowing the continued practice of initiating manual time error corrections at +/- 5 seconds.  An appeal for waiver indicates a request be submitted to NAESB to modify the WEQBPS-006.
8.  If This Proposed Standard or Enhancement Is Not Tested Yet, List Trading Partners Willing to Test Standard or Enhancement (Corporations and contacts):

The Enhancement does not need to be tested – it has been an operating practice since May 2004.
