Revise R05001, Business Practice 2.2 and the table contained in Appendix A, part B, to exempt WECC.

For interchange that is sinking within the WECC, only electronic Requests for Interchange maybe be submitted to the WECC Interchange Authority.  Submitting facsimiles to the WECC Interchange Authority is not acceptable and will not result in Arranged Interchange.
5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

WECC has required all BAs within the WECC to use a single Interchange Authority to ensure interchange coordination.  The only means of submitting a Request for Interchange to that authority is through the use of electronic “tags” (a.k.a. e-Tag).  WECC’s Interchange Authority has no facility for accepting paper facsimiles as input.
